The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and minutes from the board’s previous meeting were adopted.

Next, the selectmen authorized R. Eno to sign a contract with Willimantic Waste Paper, Inc. for a recycling profit sharing agreement covering cans, bottles and plastics as well as newspaper and corrugated cardboard.

The selectmen also authorized R. Eno to sign the annual landfill ground water monitoring contract with ECS. R. Eno noted that both documents had been reviewed by the Town Attorney and deemed acceptable.

The selectmen also appointed Bruce Stark to fill a vacancy on the Cemetery Commission created by the resignation of Barbara Gustafson. A copy of the appointment form will be filed with these minutes and the appointment will take effect with Mr. Stark’s confirmation of his desire to serve on the commission.

Discussion followed on speed control issues and police patrols at the swimming hole after discovery of numerous used syringes in the area.

Appropriate methods for funding the two cemetery line items in the annual budget were also considered.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:14 P.M.
