The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes from the previous board meeting were accepted.

Mr. Kirschbaum then reported the results of his energy audit at the Safety Complex. His review indicates there is a benefit to retrofitting the lights at the town garage. The fire house however, because of its limited use of lights for just short periods of time will not qualify for the Connecticut Light and Power rebate/loan program. Discussion followed on how the potential savings were calculated and whether local contractors can be used for the job. Mr. Kirschbaum explained that NXEGEN has its own staff of electricians and that CL&P monitors the rebate/loan program to insure continuity of labor costs.
The board decided to retain NXEGEN to retrofit the town garage and authorized selectman Eno to sign the agreement. Work will commence approximately two weeks after the signed contract is received. The fire house lighting will be handled next fiscal year pending another review by NXEGEN to determine whether the town would be eligible for partial reimbursement by CL&P for new fixtures.
Next, selectman Mattson updated the board on the status of the development of the town’s new web page. The page was viewed on line and Mr. Mattson detailed next steps required to complete the project. Selectman Eno will contact Bob Patterson to have more local photographs taken and work with the town clerk to update and correct the lists of town officials, boards and commissions, terms of office, phone numbers and email addresses.

Selectman Eno was also directed to write a letter to a concerned citizen in Old Lyme stating the Lyme Board of Selectmen’s position on building permit fees for municipal projects. It was noted the selectmen’s position will continue to be to waive such fees for these kinds of projects.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 P.M.
