Brief discussion followed on the possible make up of that group and Mr. Hagan was thanked for his efforts to date.
Discussion followed on the status of the Czikowsky property acquisition effort which still awaits a response to the Nature Conservancy’s offer to Bank of America.

Selectman Lord will attend next Monday’s meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission to request that the necessary report be issued as part of the process should the offer be accepted.
