The Lyme Planning & Zoning Commission held a public hearing/regular meeting on

MEMBERS PRESENT: Kelvin Tyler Acting Chairman, Hunter Ward, Steve Mattson, Bob Winslow, Joan Rich, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, Debra Yeomans Acting Secretary (recording) and Patsy Turner Secretary.

 PUBLIC HEARING

Beverly Platner, 66 Selden Road, Tax Map 7 Lot 16; an application for a special permit to demolish and existing boat shed and reconstruct it on the same footprint.  The boat shed lies within the required 100 foot setback required by Section 14.3.  Section 14.2 requires a special permit to reduce the setback to tidal wetlands for water dependent uses.

Present at the meeting were Brian Platner, Attorney Steve Karlson, and Steve Lloyd (Architect). 
Karlson: It was decided it was in everyone’s best interest that the information for the replacement of the shed come before the commission.  The plan is to tear down the existing shed and rebuild a shed on with the same footprint. 

Lloyd: Explained the location of the shed and the proximity to the water.  Pictures of the existing shed were presented; the current shed is 10 feet in height and the new shed will be 14 foot 10 inches in height. The difference in height will solve the water issue with the flood plain area and will make the structure more durable; the exterior siding will cover the concrete.  There are no plans for exterior lighting; there are utilities and a sink in the structure and there will be a holding tank.  The shed is surrounded by existing vegetation which will not be removed. 

Platner: There is water and utilities in the existing shed. 

Tyler read into the record a letter from the Gateway Commission, written by J.H. Torrance Downes.  

Rich: The presented photographs show the trees and it was stated the trees will not be removed.  

Tyler: It seems that everything has been met. 

The public hearing was closed at 7:37 p.m. 
Regular Meeting
Beverly Platner, 66 Selden Road Tax Map 7 Lot 16; an application for a special permit to demolish and existing boat shed and reconstruct it on the same footprint. Gigliotti: The application will not go before the Inland/Wetlands Commission due to there being no excavation involved. The only correspondence received was from the Gateway Commission which was read into the record.  

Tyler called for a motion to approve the application as presented.

Rich moved the approval, seconded by Winslow, and the motion passed unanimously.

Old Business
Reynolds Garage and Marine; placement of bollards.
Present at the meeting was Hayden Reynolds.  

Gigliotti: Reynolds had concerns with the placement of the bollards which was made as a condition of the agreement with the Town that the bollards be placed 5 feet from the edge of the parking lot.  The want is to place the bollards 3 feet from the edge of pavement; the property line is located on the opposite side of the tree line.  Tiffany has commented that the 3 feet placement of the bollard would not be a problem.  

H. Reynolds: The main concern is that the 5 feet distance is a trip hazard; safety is important.

Tyler: The commission can agree to the positioning of the bollards but if the trees are damaged the distance of 5 feet can be re-imposed.   

H. Reynolds: The condition is not necessary or needed. 

Mattson: There are still issues on the South end of the property with parking.

H. Reynolds: The fence posts are ready to be done.

Tyler called for a motion to approve the relocation of the bollards.  

Mattson motioned to approve the change of the 5 foot setback of the bollards to a 3 foot setback for the bollards with a condition; the condition being that when or if damage be done to the trees from snow removal or other things the setback will go back to 5 foot setback for the bollards. The motion was seconded by Ward and carried by all members present.     

Talcott property on Sterling Hill Road; support of Land Trust initiative to secure a State grant to purchase a portion of the property.

Gigliotti: Don Gerber acting on behalf of the Lyme Land Trust contacted myself (ZEO) requesting a letter in support of the purchase, a letter was created and sent to the DEP.  The letter was read into the record.  The Talcott property was located on the map.  

The commission discussed the property and the creation of potential lots.

Tyler: Thank you for sending the support letter.    
New Business 
Stream Crossing Seminar 

Gigliotti: The seminar was presented by Pat Young; there was a lot of information of interest explained.  A copy of information was presented to the Planning & Zoning Commission and to the Inland/Wetlands Commission.  Many of the culverts in town have issues that were presented at the seminar.  The information received will be helpful in future culverts and stream crossings.  The Inland/Wetlands Commission’s regulations are in need of revising.
