The meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and minutes from the board’s previous meeting were accepted.

Next, the selectmen approved a tax refund request in the amount of $79.92 for Don G. Dufresne of 162-1 Joshuatown Road. A copy of the request form will be filed with these minutes.

Next, the board adopted an authorizing resolution from the State Department of Emergency Management and Homeland Security authorizing the first selectman to act as agent for the Town of Lyme for grants and other related business. A copy of the resolution will be filed with these minutes.
The board then acted on numerous appointments to various boards and commissions including: the Open Space Committee, Inland Wetlands and Conservation Commission, Lyme’s Senior Center Board of Directors, Pension Advisory Committee, Cemetery Commission, Tree Warden, CT River Estuary Regional Planning Agency, Rogers Lake Authority and Civil Preparedness Director. Copies of the appointment forms will be filed with these minutes. The selectmen tabled appointment action for the CT River Gateway Commission as K.C. Mazer has resigned.

Discussion followed on Robert Baumer’s on going issues with the permitting process for moorings in Hamburg Cove. R. Eno indicated he had received correspondence from Mr. Baumer stating his intention to perform an audit of moorings placed in the cove so far this season. The town has asked to be apprised of his survey findings and Mr. Eno has also asked that he inform Harbormaster Reynolds as well.

Selectman Mattson inquired as to whether Board of Finance minutes and Park and Rec web page information has been received as yet. Selectman Eno replied he has received neither and will continue to pursue the matter.

Mr. Mattson indicated he will be unable to attend the next selectmen’s meeting. Mr. Lord and Mr. Eno expressed sincere regret.

There being no further business to conduct, the meeting was adjourned at 4:05 PM.
