The Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

The minutes of the November 16, 2009 meeting were approved.

The audit for the year ending June 30, 2009 by Seward and Monde was distributed.  Mr.

Reynolds, Mr. Eno and Mr. Boyd reviewed the report with our auditor several weeks ago. At this time the auditors are included in the meeting schedule only if the members so desire.
Mr. Eno discussed that the quarterly report previously distributed by mail.  He reported that all income and expenses are as one would expect after six months.  He expressed some concern that the $65,000 due from the State of Connecticut for Town Aid Roads may not be received because of State budgetary problems.  He also reported that the Grand List for next year is up 1% subject to the Board of Tax Review.

Brief reports were given by the committees that met with the Library and the Fire Department.  When actual reports are submitted at the next meeting, it is believed the Library expenses will be almost the same as this year and the Fire Department will be up only slightly in order to pay for minor purchases.

Mr. McFarland reported that the Board of Education budget for next year is presently showing a 1.91% increase.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:50.

The next meeting will be March 8, 2010.
