Fire Department; Pete Adams

The Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

The minutes of the March 22, 2010 meeting were approved.

Pete Adams presented the Fire Department budget.  The request is for $78,250, an increase of  $3,150.  Most of the expenses were the same as last year with the exception of $10,000 requested for an imaging machine.  The age of various vehicles was discussed.

Mr. Eno presented the third quarter 2010 expenses and a revised 2011 budget dated 

April 11, 2010.   The budget projects expenses at $9,105,823.  If an assume mill rate of 13.75 mills is used, $207,067 from the prior year’s surplus will be required. 

There was a discussion about expending as much as $229,000 from the Capital and Non-recurring Funds to purchase a back-hoe and town truck.  Mr. Eno also budgeted $50,000 to begin rebuilding this account with the understanding that future budgets will contain additional amounts to provide a cushion for large capital or non-recurring events such as the expenses for a future closure of the dump.

The Library and Fire Department budgets were approved.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:20.

The next meeting will be April 26, 2010.
