June 29, 2010 OSC meeting

Present were Lucius Stark, Parker Lord, Temp Brown and me.

The meeting concerned an approximately 100 acre parcel on Gungy and Beaver Brook Roads owned by Ruth Young.  Ruth has approached the town and indicated a desire to give most of this property to the town!  She has a house on a one acre, non-conforming lot, and there is a two acre house and lot in the estate of her son, both of which evidently were carved out of the larger property many years ago. Additionally, a cell tower is scheduled to be erected on the large parcel with an access road running to it from Beaver Brook Road.  Finally, there is a house on the large parcel which was her father's house and now is rented by Ruth.

The generosity of such a gift is remarkable, and all present agreed that Ruth should consult with someone such as Temp, who is well familiar with how to structure such a gift to her best tax advantage as well as an attorney.  It was also clear that she would like the town to own the property; not the LLCT.

Thoughts of members at the meeting were that it might make sense for her to split off a two acre lot with the rental house, redraw her house lot to a conforming two acre lot, retaining both as well as the cell tower site which of course will be an incomer producer for her.  That would leave a large, nearly 100 acre piece which would connect to existing protected land to be given.

Members present agreed that a letter recommending acceptance of such a gift be sent to Ralph Eno, which I will do.
