The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes from the board’s previous meeting were accepted.

As its first order of business, the selectmen appointed Janice Witkins to the Town Campus Center Planning Committee. A copy of the appointment form will be filed with these minutes.

Next, the board reviewed proposals requested for development of an A-2 survey for the 100 acre+/- Young property. Licensed surveyors submitting bids included: Jeffery Sanborn, $26,300.00; David Stein; $25,000, and Richard Gates; $16,000. The selectmen selected Mr. Gates and P. Lord will inform him of the decision. As part of the process, R. Eno will draft a memorandum of understanding for Ruth Young’s consideration to formalize her family’s intent to give most of the property to the Town of Lyme in order to protect the interests of both parties.
Selectman Mattson then updated the board on the status of the Town Campus Planning Center Committee’s efforts to date. Apparently the issue of the term “campus center” to describe the project has been raised again. The board agreed the description is appropriate and Mr. Mattson indicated the TCCPC has put the matter to rest as well.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 P.M.
