The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes from the previous board meeting were accepted.

Theresa Vali introduced her son Christian who was in attendance as part of a scouting merit badge requirement dealing with local government.

Discussion followed on whether to accept a proposal for an A-2 survey for the 100 acre Young property submitted by land surveyor Richard Gates. The quote was considered and then the board decided to seek other proposals given the anticipated cost for the project. Selectman Lord will provide Selectman Eno with the names of other land surveyors to be solicited for quotes.
Selectman Eno explained the need for the survey to assist Ruth Young and her family with the planning process for the family’s proposed gift of the parcel to the Town of Lyme. The town will also propose a memo of understanding be developed for Mrs. Young’s consideration as part of the expenditure of town funds for the survey.

Selectman Mattson next updated the board on the response to the Town Campus Center Planning Committee’s solicitation for Requests for Proposals. A total of 19 firms have submitted documents and the selection process is underway. Mr. Mattson also indicated that it is probably time to add a new member to the committee to handle communication matters. He noted the committee suggested Janice Witkins as a possible candidate. R. Eno will contact her and determine her level of interest. Further, Mr. Mattson indicated a number of the participating architects expressed a desire to see an A-2 survey for the entire town hall-library footprint. Selectman Lord will determine whether such a survey exists or will have to be commissioned.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:00 P.M.
