                                                            TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 7, 2010

Present: Steve Mattson, Parker Lord, Ralph Eno
The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and minutes from the board’s previous meeting were accepted.

As its first order of business, the board approved two tax refund requests, one for $51.16 to Honda Lease Trust and the other for $362.61 to BMW Financial Services. Copies of the refund forms will be filed with these minutes.

Next, R. Eno informed the board that K.C. Mazer has withdrawn from the request for bids process for the Day Hill Road bridge. The project will be awarded to Machnik and Sons with work scheduled to begin shortly.

Selectman Mattson then updated the board on the status of the Town Campus Center Planning Committee’s search for an architectural firm to develop plans for a potential town hall-library renovation and expansion project. The three finalists have been interviewed with selection of one of them to follow at the next committee meeting.

Eno reported on developments related to the upcoming selection of a municipal solid waste contractor when the municipal services agreement with the Connecticut Resources Recovery Agency expires at the end of the calendar year. Covanta Energy has submitted a proposal along with a two tiered option being offered by CRRA. Mr. Eno indicated that it was his belief that CRRA’s Tier One proposal presently looks like the best fit for Lyme. The proposals are available for review in the selectmen’s office.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 P.M.
