Public Hearing/Regular Meeting

The Lyme Planning & Zoning Commission held a public hearing/regular meeting on

MEMBERS PRESENT: David Tiffany Chairman, Kelvin Tyler, Hunter Ward, Steve Mattson, Bob Winslow, Joan Rich, K.C. Mazer, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

Public Hearing

Frederick and Linnie Pickering 47 Cove Road Tax Map 26 Lot 31; an application for construction of a boat dock.

Present at the meeting was Bill Cotter (Docko, Inc.) representing Mr. and Mrs. Pickering.  

Cotter: The plans before the commission shows details of the recreational boat dock on Hamburg Cove, which will be fixed pier with a ramp.  The bank leading to the dock will have stairs and landings; the Lyme Inland/Wetlands Commission has approved the plans for the stairway.  Most of the construction will be done from a barge for the stairway and dock; the balance of the staircase will be built from land with augers.  

Gigliotti: The application is straightforward, has been reviewed, and there does not seem to be an issues.  

Winslow: There is power to the end of the pier?

Cotter: Yes, there will also be downward shining lights, which will be on timers and remote control operated.  The timer would be set for short periods of time.

Gigliotti: The information about the lighting on the plans follows along with other applications that have been prepared by Docko, Inc. 

Tiffany: Will trees be removed during the construction?

Cotter: Some saplings may need some trimming; the stairway will meander around the existing landscaping.

Gigliotti: The DEP has approved this plan.  

Tiffany called for input from the commission.

Gigliotti: An approval letter of the project was received from Peg and John Brewer.

The public hearing was closed at 7:41 p.m. and the regular meeting was opened.  

Regular Meeting

Frederick and Linnie Pickering 47 Cove Road Tax Map 26 Lot 31; an application for construction of a boat dock.

Tiffany: Half hour duration can be required for the timer.  Will the floating dock be removed during the winter?

Cotter: The floating dock can not be pulled onto shore; the dock will be removed in the fall and replace in the spring.

Winslow moved to approve the application for the construction of the boat dock on Hamburg Cove with the stipulation that the timing on the lighting be a maximum of 30 minute. The motion was seconded by Mazer and passed unanimously by all members present.   

 Old Business
Report on findings of complaint filed by Tina West.

Gigliotti: A timeline of Reynolds Deposition of Fill; 1) aerial shot in 2004, the positioning of the boats on the property show a line of the fill, 2) 2007 hand drawn map by Tina West, 3) 2006 Google map, and 4) the last photo is from Bing Map.  From the photographic evidence it does not show more fill after 2006, the boats are parked past the edge of the garage.  There was a site walk with Gary Reynolds in September; the fill that is there has not been extended after he was told to stop filling the area.  A letter can be written to West with the evidence attached.  The cement in the fill is old material from when a generator was installed at the home; the leaves have settled and the concrete is visible. 

New Business

Approval of the 2011 Meeting Schedule 

Tiffany moved to accept the schedule for 2011Planning and Zoning Commission. The motion was seconded by Tyler and passed by all members present.

 Richardson dock on Joshuatown Road

Gigliotti: There has been a lot of public interest and many letters have been sent to the DEP; there will be meetings with all the concerned public.  There was a site walk and the dock was redesigned to create a lower profile on the boulder, the information will be re-visited by the commission. The final design will still have the dock attached to the boulder.  There will be public interest after the DEP approves the application.   

APPROVAL OF OUTSTANDING MINUTES

Turner: A correction has to be made to the Reynolds section on the minutes; it was written that there was one abstention but it should have been a no vote.

Tiffany entertained a motion to approve with correction the minutes of the September 13, 2010 meeting. The motion was moved by Mattson, seconded by Reynolds, and passed unanimously.

Tiffany entertained a motion to adjourn, moved by Mattson, seconded by Winslow, and passed.  The Planning and Zoning Commission meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
