                                                       MONDAY, DECEMBER 6, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes from the previous board meeting were accepted.

As their first order of business, the selectmen appointed Sarah Qua to the Town Campus Center Planning Committee. A copy of the appointment form will be attached to these minutes.

Next, selectman Eno reported that Dr. Robert Klimek and Margaret Thach have agreed to serve on the committee reviewing the town’s mooring permit application policies. The group will also include Harbormaster Gary Reynolds, Town Clerk Ruth Perry and selectman Eno. The work will commence shortly with the hope that it will be completed before Governor Rell’s term in office expires.

Selectman Lord then informed the board that the Open Space Committee has ratified the Board of Selectmen’s decision to make an additional payment of $542.68 to the Lyme Land Conservation Trust from the town’s Open Space Reserve Fund to cover additional costs the Land Trust incurred closing on the Patrel property. Selectman Eno will follow up on the matter.

Discussion followed on meeting attendance by Lyme members of the Eight Mile River Wild and Scenic Committee. An effort will be made to resolve the situation.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 P.M.
