The Lyme Planning & Zoning Commission held a regular meeting on

Monday, January 10, 2011 at 7:30 p.m. at the Lyme Town Hall,

MEMBERS PRESENT: David Tiffany Chairman, Kelvin Tyler, Hunter Ward, Joan Rich,

K.C. Mazer, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

Regular Meeting

Beverly Platner 66 Selden Road, Tax Map 7 Lot 16. Preliminary discussion of a proposed addition to the existing dwelling; this will replace the addition previously approved by the Commission.

Present at the meeting were Attorney Steve Karlson and Steve Lloyd to represent Platner.

Karlson: This information is before the commission on a preliminary basis; this will be seen next month as a public hearing for a special permit.

Lloyd: The permit, which was previously approved, is being proposed to change by moving the exercise room with connector, the family room, a guest suite, additional stairs, second floor, and the pergola & terrace enclosure. Which solves the concerns of the visibility from the river that the commission and public had an issue with during the previous special permit meeting. The floor plans were viewed and explained; the proposed changes will have a lower roofline.  The change in the square footage will be calculated by next meeting.  Torrance Downs has viewed this information and will comment next month on how the structure affects for Gateway District. The hash marks shown will be the additions to the plan.  The structures, which have already been constructed, will be shown at the next meeting to help explain what exists currently.

Tiffany: A public hearing will be scheduled for February 14, 2011.

Gigliotti: The square footage of the changes should be included in the public notice.

Lloyd: The information will be to the ZEO by Monday.

Discussion with Pat Young and Nathan Frohling of the Eightmile River Coordinating Committee regarding efforts going forward.

Present at the meeting were Pat Young (Program Administrator), Nathan Frohling (Vice Chair), and Anthony Irving.

Irving: The Eightmile River Coordinating Committee for stormwater management in three towns has received a grant.  

Frohling: The P&Z Commission endorsed the Management Plan on October 11, 2005; Tier 1 and Tier 2 tool are in the Management Plan, under Tier 1 #4 is the stormwater.  The stormwater management plan will be implemented in MS4 district; some towns get pulled into the MS4 due to radius to urban towns.  The grant will help with the expenses of the stormwater management plan; the sources going into the stormwater will be documented to show quality and deficiencies.  MS4 is the abbreviation for Municipal Separate Stormwater Sewer Systems. 

Young: In the early 90’s towns that have stormwater collection systems that dump into the waterways were added to MS4.  The goal is to map out the outfalls; an inventory of town road outlets and inlets and how the water is treated and managed. The town received an exemption in 1999 due to the town not having a central urban area.  A stormwater management plan is a good practice to have.  The Town of Lyme is being pulled into the MS4 due to the proximity to other urban centers.   

Gigliotti: It was known that our town was going to be drawn into the MS4 because of the proximity to larger towns, the railway, the highway, and towns with water treatment systems.

Young: Lyme does not have maps of the stormwater system; Federal funding can be used before the Stormwater Management Plans are mandated.  The Eightmile River Coordinating Committee has put in for a grant application to map stormwater in the town; the grant will cover all three towns, all the municipal roads and areas.  The maps will be compatible with your current maps in the form of an overlay.  Jacobsen and Associates have been hired to do the mapping for the three towns; the condition and locations of the stormwater area will be documented and suggestion for correction to damaged areas will be documented also.  This will help the towns prioritize repairs.  The EPA is mandating the stormwater management plan but DEP has the authority.  The town still needs to acquire permits for repairs in the future when needed.  

Frohling: The list and inventory of the storm drain locations will help the towns prioritize repairs where needed.  

Young: There maybe a second grant to help out with some of the repairs in the future; the town can take advantage of the grants by being linked to Long Island Sound.  The phase #1 of the project will be the documentation and mapping of the stormwater in the towns.  Feedback is welcomed from the commission; time spent is calculated to the amount we get from the grant.  A commission member is need for the committee for feedback.  

Irving: T
he grant will be divided between the three towns; Lyme has approximately 33 miles of municipal roads.

Young: The surveying of the three towns will cost $40,000 for 220 miles of road.  

Frohling: The 2004 CT Stormwater Quality Manual lists different practices that can be used to revise regulations; a copy of Stormwater Quality Reference was handed to the commission members.

Young: The document (2004 CT Stormwater Quality Manual) references the information that can be useful to the commission with current application that may come up. The change can be added when the regulations are revised.  

Irving: Have the Overlays been used in any application in the past years?

Gigliotti: The McCall (July 2008) application with vegetation to the lake, having the Overlay intact was very helpful.  

Tiffany: Attorney Fritz Gahagan was on board with that application and made sure the information in the overlay was utilized. 

Irving: If there were feedback having to do the Eightmile Watershed District it would be helpful and wanted. The Eightmile River Coordinating Committee is also looking for new members since Roger Dill has retired, it would be nice to have a commission member to join the committee that knows the town very well. 

Gigliotti: Fritz Gahagan maybe an option.

Turner: Don Gerber knows the town well and may have good input. 

Irving: 
Thank you for your time and input.

Old Business

Talcott property

Gigliotti: The Lyme Land Trust will be purchasing, through a State Grant, the parcel will be approximately 40 acres; the only issue will be is that the area will be land locked.  This outcome for the property is wonderful.  The Land Trust is waiting on the owner to come before the commission for a subdivision.  The area is currently being surveyed and mapped out.
