


                                                       SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                  MONDAY, FEBRUARY 7, 2011

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes from the previous board meeting were accepted.

Mr. and Mrs. Simmone and Mr. and Mrs. Lins-Morstadt then presented a request that the town designate the unimproved section of Oak Street abutting their properties as a town road. They claimed recent decisions by the town involving zoning applications as proof that the section in question is a town road. The selectmen indicated that the town has never plowed or maintained that particular portion of the street and that it has never been considered a town road. A copy of the Simmone’s letter will be filed with these minutes.

Selectman Eno stated he would review the matter further with Lyme’s Zoning Enforcement Officer and Road Foreman before the board decides whether to the recommend assumption of maintenance responsibilities.

Town Campus Center Planning Committee Chairman Dan Hagan then updated the selectmen on committee progress to date. It was decided to hold an informational meeting for the general public on Saturday, March 19th at the Lyme Consolidated School at 2:00 P.M. to make a progress report, solicit input and attempt to assess the level of public support for the project.

Selectman Eno reported the practice of making sand available to residents at the town garage is being abused with no effective way to control the situation. He asked Mr. Lord and Mr. Mattson to consider the advisability of suspending the program next winter.
