The meeting was called to order at 3;30 PM and minutes from the previous board meeting were accepted.

Mr. St. Amand of the Connecticut Health Department then presented the town with a certificate recognizing Lyme as a HEARTSafe community. A copy of the designation remarks will be filed with these minutes. Mr. St. Amand also provided the town with a number of street signs to post at various locations to publicize the designation.

Following the presentation, the selectmen approved a request for a a tax refund of $154.15 for VW Credit Leasing LTD. A copy of the request form will be filed with these minutes. 

Next, the selectmen unanimously adopted a resolution concerning African American Revolutionary War Patriots from Lyme and the Proposed National Liberty Memorial. A copy of the resolution will be filed with these minutes.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Discussion followed on possible participation in a STEAP Grant application with Old Lyme for the purpose of renovation the Haines Park Boat House on Rogers Lake. Selectman Mattson will follow up with Old Lyme First Selectman Griswold for clarification of a number of questions including ownership of the building. It was noted that Lyme presently has $75,000 in STEAP funds which the selectmen will attempt to apply toward the on-going Town Campus Center design development project.

Selectman Mattson then updated the board on town web page management procedures and reported he has completed posting the Town Report for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2010.

TCCPC Chairman Dan Hagan then discussed the status of the conceptual design process for possible renovation and expansion of the town hall and library. Mechanics of the town approval process were considered as well as fund raising goals and the desirability of securing non-profit designation for the town. Selectman Eno indicated that gifts to municipalities are tax deductible but there may be a problem securing matching grants as some corporate giving policies require IRS 501 (c) (3) classification. He indicated that the library may already have secured this designation.     

Finally, a lottery was held for two moorings available in Hamburg Cove for the upcoming boating season. There were 13 qualified applicants for the requisite boat size. David Gage and the Pattaconk Yacht Club were the winners.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:45 PM.
