                                                              MONDAY, MAY 2M 2011

Present: Steve Mattson, Parker Lord, Ralph Eno

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and the minutes from the previous board meeting were accepted.

Selectman Eno indicated that legislative issues regarding the Connecticut Resources Recovery Agency have been resolved to the point where it is now appropriate to sign the new Municipal Services Agreement with CRRA. The board then reaffirmed its earlier action authorizing him to do so on behalf of the town.

Selectman Mattson then updated the board on the outcome of last week’s meeting between TCCPC architect Bruce Tuthill and town hall personnel to incorporate elements from the earlier needs assessment into the conceptual drawings. Mr. Mattson also indicated that discussions have been on going with library representatives to reach consensus on square footage issues.
There has been no discussion concerning fees for the next phase of the project, schematic and design development drawings.

Selectman Lord next reviewed preliminary subdivision drawings for the Young property. The wetlands have been flagged and test holes will be the next step.

The call for the Annual Town Budget Meeting was signed and there being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 PM.
