The Meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and minutes from the previous board meeting were accepted.

Discussion followed on town policy concerning distribution of a cell phone for the fire marshal.
Mr. Roberge indicated that he had been issued the phone some time ago in an effort to keep his expenses for Lyme activities separate from Old Lyme where he is also the fire marshal.

The selectmen decided that Mr. Roberge should transfer the phone to his own name and submit invoices to the town for reimbursement. He will effort the transition.

Next, the board considered amending town vacation policy to add another week for employees with 30 years of service. It was the sense of the meeting that such action is appropriate. Selectman Eno with amend the employee handbook.

Selectman Lord updated the board on the status of the Young property subdivision. Wetlands have been flagged at the original family home and the project is now ready for the engineer to begin work. Mr. Lord also discussed the recent work of his cemetery restoration group. The selectmen authorized reimbursing Mr. Denow, one of the volunteers, for his out of pocket expenses.

Selectman Mattson then delivered a progress report on the Town Campus Center Planning Committee. Agreement is close on a square footage figure for the library. Final conceptual designs are due shortly.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 PM.
