MEMBERS PRESENT ON 6/11 SITE WALK: S. Hessel
REGULAR MEETING

Judy Schaaf, 69 Cove Road Tax Map 17 Lot 11; an application for construction of a small addition and large deck to an existing dwelling within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting were Judy Schaaf and Matt White from McDonald/Sharp and Associates.
White: The property is located on the Cove the 100 foot regulated area bisects the existing structure.  The want for this project is to extend the kitchen (75 sq. ft.) the concrete patio will be removed, and a deck will be constructed off the kitchen. Pictures were presented to show the existing area.  The deck will be on 12” concrete tubes which will be hand dug; the shrubs in the existing area will be relocated.  The slope under the proposed deck area is slight; there is pea stone on the ground currently. The material to be placed beneath the deck is up for discussion. The deck including stairways totals 468 sq. ft.
Armond: Larger stone should be placed under the deck; 2” stone would stay in place.  

White: The suggestion of 2” stone would be fine.

Kegley: Will there be an issue with water runoff once the concrete patio is removed?

White: There is not a runoff issue in the area; the gutter runoff is extending away from the house.
Dill: Will the material be open decking construction?

White: Open deck construction with 12” concrete tubes which would be hand dug.  

Dill: Will there be any clearing of the view shed of the Cove?  

Schaaf: There are no plans to clear.

Hessel: Will the pathway to the dock be developed?

Gigliotti: A plan for the path to the dock is not part of this application. 

Dill entertained a motion to approve the application as presented with the deck sonotubes hand dug and 2” stone placed below the deck area. The motion was seconded by Hessel and passed by all members present.     
Anthony Cooper, Elys Ferry Rd Tax Map 17 Lot 27; an application for drainage improvements and underground power installation along an existing roadway within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting were Anthony Cooper and Mark Evankow.
Cooper: The goal with the property is to solve the drainage problem and clean-up the turn around.  An engineered plan has been created by Gesick & Associates and Harkin Engineering. The driveway will be pitched with a six inch curb and the water will be collected in the containment area which is 12’X20’by 2’ deep with a riprap base.  Electrical line will be buried along the driveway. There has been erosion over the years on the property. The boathouse has been renovated.  Four large stones will be placed along the driveway as a barrier.  

Evankow: Smaller stone will be placed on the back side of the containment area to filter the water before it enters the Cove.  

Kegley: The driveway was viewed after the last rainstorm and there did not seem to be any surface water.  The ground is fairly well drained with gravel.  

Hessel: The proposed curbing should help direct the water into the containment area and into the Cove.
Armond: The property was walked after the last meeting.  The ZBA approval was viewed by Gigliotti.

Gigliotti: The boathouse plan was approved by the Zoning Board of Appeals and the electricity was part of the plan; the existing boathouse had electricity.  

Kegley: When was the driveway paved?

Cooper: The driveway was paved many years ago.  The hillside will be replanted to stabilize the slope. A tree will be plated near the turnaround.  The turnaround will have 2 inch river stone.  A landscaper will be consulted for the replanting.

Armond entertained motion to approve the application as presented; the motion was moved by Hammond, seconded by Dill, and was passed unanimously.

Armond: The maps will have to be recreated if the Bill is accepted; the springtide will be included.
