


                                                              SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                        TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 6, 2011

Present: Steve Mattson, Parker Lord, Ralph Eno

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and the minutes for the previous board meeting were accepted.

 As the next order of business, the selectmen approved requests for tax refunds of $410.99 and 336.95 respectively. Copies of the request forms will be filed with these minutes.

Next, Mr. Eno advised the board that the broker handling the town OPEN SPACE RESERVE AND CAPITAL, NON-RECURRING accounts is changing firms. As this person is a family member, Selectman Eno stated he wished to make sure the board is aware of this fact and that it continues to present no conflict of interest difficulties. It was the sense of the meeting that this is still the case. Mr. Mattson requested that the situation be reviewed again with the town’s auditor to determine whether a change needs to be made. Selectman Eno will contact the auditor.

Selectman Mattson then inquired as to whether the town will continue to pursue its legal issues with Rhonda Marchesi in the on- going right of way dispute on Brockway Ferry Road. Mr. Eno indicated that despite an Appellate Court ruling in Marchesi’s favor there was a dissenting opinion which enables the town to appeal to the State Supreme Court. The Board of Selectmen will direct the Town Attorney to file an appeal.

Mr. Mattson then inquired whether there will be a review of the town’s emergency response to Hurricane Irene. Selectman Eno indicated that is the plan and the process is intended to include all responding organizations. Mr. Eno noted he has received positive feedback from many sources regarding the town’s handling of the incident which required a concentrated effort on the part of many volunteers for a number of days.

Discussion followed on the Young family’s proposed open space gift to the town. The family is sorting through related legal issues while selectman Eno noted the subdivision process continues with the test holes having been dug for P.E. Tom Metcalf.

Selectman Lord informed the board that he will not be able to attend the next regularly scheduled meeting.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:30 PM.
