


                                                               SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                       MONDAY, NOVEMBER 21, 2011

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes from the previous board meeting were accepted.

The board then approved a request for a refund of taxes from BMW Financial Services totaling $139.00. A copy of the refund form will be filed with these minutes.

Next, the selectmen confirmed reappointment of Roger Dill, Thomas Reynolds and Steven Kurlansky to the Conservation and Inland Wetlands Commission and Roger Mayotte to the Building Code Board of Appeals. Copies of the appointment forms will be filed with these minutes.

The selectmen then adopted a resolution enabling the regional planning agency to pursue a grant for a GIS and Economic Development Study, a copy of the resolution will be attached to these minutes.

Discussion followed on proposed language for the town gift ordinance amendment to be proposed at a special town meeting December 2, 2011. The selectmen made one minor change to section 4 and approved the measure for presentation next month.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Selectman Eno reported test borings on the Joshuatown Road Bridge indicate the structure is resting on bedrock thus alleviating the need for remediation to correct what a State Department of Transportation bridge inspection survey indicated was a critical scour issue.

Selectman Lord then raised the matter of hunter/hiker protocols on town, Land Trust and Nature Conservancy holdings. Both hunting and hiking are presently permitted Monday through Friday in Mt. Archer Woods which is a town property. While there have been no safety or other issues to date, the selectmen may review and revise this policy next year switching to a “hunting only” policy Monday through Friday to minimize the potential for accidents or confrontations.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 P.M.
