                                                   MONDAY, DECEMBER 19, 2011

Present: Steve Mattson, Parker Lord, Ralph Eno

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Discussion followed on Park and Recreation Commission terms and structure. No action was taken.

Selectman Mattson next presented some mill rate impact scenarios should voters approve borrowing for the proposed Campus Center Project next April and also advised that the date for the fund raising committee’s first solicitation first may have to be changed.

Selectman Eno then reviewed committee progress in the on going effort to make the Senior Center Director a municipal employee. A preliminary report and recommendations were made to the Lyme and Old Lyme First Selectmen last week and is being reviewed by both towns.

Selectman Lord advised that he has spoken with the Cemetery Commission concerning the possible need for a change in the mowing arrangement for one of the town’s “ancient” cemeteries with the goal of remediating the situation before the spring of 2012.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:10 PM.
