                          Eightmile River Stormwater Management Study Committee Representatives

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and the group presented a draft of its study recommendations and asked for feedback. Pat Young also requested that the town consider a stormwater related project which the Eightmile group might undertake in order to lend substance to the study.

Next, the minutes from the previous board meeting were accepted and the selectmen also appointed Patrick Crowley to fill a vacancy on the Conservation and Inland Wetlands Commission. A copy of the appointment form will be filed with the meeting minutes.

The board then adopted a resolution of support for a state Department of Energy and Environmental Protection initiative supporting a mandate for extended producer responsibility for the recycling of mattresses. A copy will be filed with these minutes and selectman Eno will also forward a copy to the Regional Planning Agency.

Selectman Mattson inquired as to whether the Town of Lyme has a representative on the Estuary Council of Seniors. Selectman Eno will investigate.

Mr. Eno also indicated that the town will continue to make a limited amount of treated sand available to residents during the winter months, placing the material near the entrance to the town garage.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 PM.
