Wednesday, February 15, 2012 at 7:30 p.m., Lyme Town Hall, 480 Hamburg Road, Lyme, CT.
MEMBERS PRESENT   Paul Armond Chairman, Roger Dill, Priscilla Hammond, Susan Hessel(alternate seated for Ben Kegley–regular member), Tom Reynolds, Patrick Crowley, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

MEMBERS PRESENT ON 2/12 SITE WALK: R. Dill 

REGULAR MEETING
Carl and Amanda Asman 105 Cove Road, Tax Map17 Lot 4; an application to enlarge an existing deck.  A portion of the enlarged deck will lie within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting was Brendan Gigliotti (BMG Construction) representing Carl and Amanda Asman. 

B. Gigliotti: The existing deck will be expanded; three piers will be in the regulated area, there will be a silt fence installed prior to any digging. The front corner of the deck will be approx. 75 feet away from the area. The holes for the piers will be dug with a machine. 

Dill: The area was viewed on the site walk and is very flat; there is no issue with this project.

Armond entertained a motion to approve the application as presented; the motion was moved by Hessel, seconded by Reynolds, and was passed unanimously by all members present.    
Faulkner Hunt 445 Joshuatown Road, Tax Map 7 Lot 24; an application for construction of an addition to an existing home a portion of which will lie within a regulated area.  In addition, the existing septic tank which currently lies within a regulated area will be relocated but will remain within the regulated area.
Present at the meeting were Faulker Hunt, Erik Block, and Phil Trowbridge.

Hunt: There was a plan approved in 2002 but has since lapsed, the previous plan is included in the application; the septic system will be relocated on the property.

Armond: The septic tank will be within a regulated area and the tank will be a sealed unit with a forced main around the pond; the property doesn’t present other options for the location of the septic system.  

Gigliotti: George Calkins has reviewed the plan and has realized the septic is within the 75 foot setback; the septic tank will be located just outside the proposed addition, away from the pond. The on-site inspection will be done during the installation by Mr. Calkins.   

Trowbridge: The 1500 gallon sealed septic tank will be located farther away from the wetlands.
Armond: An approval letter was received from Calkins.

Block: Most of the existing house is within the regulated area. The plans were explained; the proposed addition will be 76 feet away from the regulated area. 

Dill and Hessel: The two plans should be incorporated together to show all details. 

Trowbridge: The old plan can be modified to show the new location of the septic system.  

Gigliotti suggested that the commission can act on the 10 year old plan as being presented and if the location of the tank is changed the applicant can come back in before the commission with a revised plan. 

Armond: The decision will be made in the field and Mr. Calkins will be present.

Armond entertained a motion to approve the plan as presented; the motion was moved by Hessel, seconded by Reynolds, and passed by all members present.
