Open Space Committee
Meeting Minutes

February 28, 2010

In attendance: Paul Armond, Linda Birely, Barbara David, Parker Lord, Steven Mattson, Lucious Stark

Meeting was called to order at 7:05pm. 

3 properties were discussed:


Young property on Gungy and Beaver Brook Roads – This property will be subdivided to create a 80 acre +/- gift to the town, a 2 acre lot for donation for future use as an affordable housing lot, a 2 acre lot surrounding Ruth Young’s house, a 2 acre lot surrounding Ruth’s father’s house, an additional 2 acre lot to be held by Ruth and a small non-conforming lot encompassing the cell phone tower which will revert to town ownership should the cell tower be discontinued.


Gilbert property on Gungy Road – north of the Young property and adjacent to Hartman Park, this 46 acre parcel will be sold to the town with the help of the Lyme Land Trust. A 5 acre building lot will be split from this parcel and offered for sale by the town to recapture a potion of the investment cost.. The remaining acreage will become open space.
Both of these parcels will not allow hunting and will have trails connecting with Hartman Park’s trails.


Lord property on Rte 82 – Parker and Diana Lord and the Lyme Land Trust have had conversations regarding the sale of 100 +/- acres of their land while the Lords would retain 10+/- acres. 1-2 acres adjacent to the Hadlyme Fire Station would be gifted to the town for future use.

Barbara David made a motion to recommend all 3 properties to the town at the annual town meeting. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Discussion regarding the need for updated open space maps ensued and Paul Armond will address.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:50pm.
