The Lyme Planning & Zoning Commission held a regular meeting on

Monday, April 9, 2012 at 7:30 p.m. at the Lyme Town Hall,

MEMBERS PRESENT: David Tiffany Chairman, Hunter Ward, Joan Rich, Kelvin Tyler, Bill Koch, Kevin C. Mazer, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

Regular Meeting

Consideration of an application for a four lot subdivision of property of Ruth Young. The property in question is a 101 acre parcel that fronts on both Gungy Rd and Beaver Brook Rd and is listed as Map 53 Lot 5.  

Present at the meeting were Tom Metcalf, PE, LS and Dick Gates (land surveyor). 
Metcalf: The applicant is the Town of Lyme. The proposal for four lots was viewed by the commission last month. The property has been soil tested. Approval letters were received from George Calkins, the Lyme Fire Department, and the Conservation I&W commission.  Are there any questions? 

Gigliotti: The Wetlands commission also sent a letter to the Board of Selectmen. 

Tiffany read the letters into the record. 

Metcalf: Notification letters were sent out to the adjacent neighbors and all receipts were given to Gigliotti. 

Tiffany: Are there any issues with this proposal?

Gigliotti: The conservation easement was reviewed; Attorney Ken McKeaver doesn’t seem to have any issues with the document. The only concern is with the statement in the easement that foot trails would be allowed on the property not motorized bikes and/or horseback riding. How will the trail be monitored and enforced?  

Don Gerber: (representing the Lyme Land Trust) There are properties in town which do not allow certain access; it is hard to monitor the properties and the goal is to inform the public as to what is allowed on the trails. The Land Trust has no comment on the subdivision. 

Tiffany called for comments or questions from the commission.

Gigliotti: The language in the easement will be between the town and Mrs. Young. 

Tyler entertained a motion to accept the proposal as presented; the motion was seconded by Mazer and was passed by all members present. 

Tiffany to Gigliotti: A recommendation letter is need for the Board of Selectmen?

Gigliotti: Yes, for the public town meeting stating that the acceptance of the land follows with the Plan of Conservation and Development.   
Tiffany called for a motion.

Koch entertained a motion that a letter be created to the Lyme Board of Selectmen and signed by Tiffany recommending that the Town of Lyme accept the land in accordance with the General Statute; the motion was seconded by Tyler and was passed.

Discussion of free standing signs in the commercial district

Gigliotti: The regulations have a section on free standing signs in commercial zones; Section 22.4b was read. 

Tiffany: Town ordinances should be reviewed. 

Gigliotti: The section states that the sign should not be above the peak of the building. Is this a concern for the commission? Think about the question and get back to me.
