


                                                          SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                          MONDAY, APRIL 2, 2012

Present: Parker Lord, Ralph Eno

[bookmark: _GoBack]The meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted. Selectman Mattson’s absence due to automotive difficulties was noted and lamented.

Discussion followed concerning a request from the High School for Lyme financial participation in a scholarship award program recognizing outstanding achievement by a senior in civics/history.

It was noted that Old Lyme has been contributing $250 for a number of years and that students from Lyme have periodically won this award. Mr. Lord and Mr. Eno agreed the request has merit and that Lyme should provide a matching grant. Mr. Eno reported that he had spoken earlier with Selectman Mattson who indicated he would have no problem with such an approach. Selectman Eno will contact High School officials and contingent upon clarification of the award process commit Lyme to an annual contribution of $250.

Discussion followed on the amount to be appropriated for the Open Space Reserve Fund line item for the upcoming fiscal year. It is tentatively set at $75,000. Mowing arrangements for one of the Ancient Cemeteries on Beaverbrook Road were also considered. Eight Mile River Cemetery Commission Chair Krusen is pursuing the matter.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 PM.
