The meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Next, selectman Eno explained that state statute sets the hours for local referendums from Noon to 8 PM, but does give a town’s legislative body the authority to change those hours within certain guidelines. Lyme is a town meeting town so the legislative body is the Board of Selectmen. That being the case, the selectmen voted to set the hours for the upcoming Town Hall/Library project referendum from 6 AM to 8 PM.

Selectman Eno then briefed the board on the status of correspondence recently delivered to all the state’s 169 municipalities from a Torrington attorney representing Connecticut Carry, Inc., a second amendment organization upset with the state’s decision to increase the fee for the state background check for a pistol carry permit. The document purports to be a cease and desist order directing municipalities not to collect the background check fee but has no legal standing.

Selectman Lord reported that Robert Hubbard has recently mowed and trimmed the Beaver Brook Road cemetery and the job looks good hopefully ending a potential maintenance issue.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:20 PM.
