Dickerson Property

Gigliotti: The property was viewed earlier this year having to do with damaged trees from the storm, permission to remove the damaged tress was given; the trees were taken down and removed from the property, the stumps were left and small vegetation on the property has been deer browsed. Mountain Laurel and Rhododendron were planted on the hillside but have not taken.
Reynolds: Once those trees were cut nothing has grown back on the hill.

Crowther: The area has a scarred appearance.

Armond: The commission has no jurisdiction over appearance; deer browsing must be the reason for no regrowth.

Hessel: The properties adjacent to the property of concern have brush coverage. 

Armond: The hillside has no growth, what does the commission wish to do?

Reynolds: There is not an erosion issue on the hillside.   

Armond: There is no valid violation and the commission has no jurisdiction.

Reynolds: The hill is not falling into Hamburg Cove. 

Property on CT River 
Reynolds and Gigliotti will take a boat ride to view the hillside which is eroding into the Connecticut River; the property maybe owned by Cavicke.

Armond: The commission can suggest solutions to the problem.
