The meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and the minutes for the board’s previous meeting were accepted.

Next, Selectman Mattson offered a motion seconded by Selectman Lord to adopt a resolution authorizing Selectman Eno to file a grant application for $2,500.00 with the state for the Town Hall restoration Project. The motion carried unanimously and a copy of the resolution will be filed with these minutes.

Messrs. Pritchard and Moore then briefed the board on the Land Trust’s plans for what will become an annual cycling event to raise funds for their organization. The inaugural rides and races are scheduled for Saturday, May 11th, 2013 and will be called the Tour de Lyme. The selectmen will assist with the Trust’s request to Regional District #18 to utilize the Lyme Consolidated School parking lot as the staging area and athletic fields for a post event picnic. Traffic control and the need for some level of police presence were also discussed.
