REGULAR MEETING
Armond stated the Items #3 (Executive Session Discussion of the Platner law suit Docket No. KNL-CV-10-6004543-S) and #5 (Executive Session-Discussion of the Lonnegren law suit and cutting restriction proposal Docket Nos. KNL-CV-10-6003436-S and KNL-CV-12-6011903-S) on the agenda have no new information. 
Armond questioned the commission members if they have even noticed that the wetlands on the Platner property that have been under discussion are oval and symmetrical. 

Dill: Where the areas dug out for fill when they put in the road many years ago?

Armond: Gigliotti will be contacting the excavator who did the work to inquire if that is correct.

Reynolds: The whole property is wetland’s soils.

Dill: Even if they are dug holes they function as a wetland.     
Armond: Our regulations do say wetlands natural or manmade.

Gigliotti: The holes were probably dug pre-regulations.

Armond: Information to be conveyed to Attorney Mike Carey; 1) the draft of the conservation easement which the commission has reviewed at this meeting is acceptable, 2) there is a need for a settlement document which should contain the specifics of the application, specifics of the remediation plan, and the discussion around the remediation plan which we acknowledge that the Army Core of Engineers will make a recommendation that the ratio of the remediation not be less than 1 to 1, and 3) the revised maps for the conservation easement on the property be included in the document.
