



                                                         SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                  TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 4, 2012

Present: Steve Mattson, Parker Lord, Ralph Eno

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Discussion followed concerning Allen and Missy Rosenshine’s terms for a pledge of $50,000.00 to the Town Hall/Library Building Fund. It was determined that the timeline for completion of construction provides considerable latitude and is acceptable to the selectmen. Any refund would have to be in the form of a return of funds as the suggested alternative of a property tax credit cannot legally be done. Selectman Eno will inform the Rosenshines of the board’s decision.

Next, the board considered a proposal from the Connecticut Conference of Municipalities to participate in a Prescription Card Discount Program. The plan is being offered to CCM member towns and is free. Residents who do not have health insurance plans or prescription drug coverage would be provided with a free discount card that would result in savings of up to 24% at participating pharmacies. Selectman Eno will investigate and pass this information along to the town’s social services/elderly agent.
