



                                                            SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                        MONDAY, OCTOBER 1, 2012

Present: Steve Mattson, Parker Lord, Ralph Eno

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and minutes for the previous meeting were accepted as presented.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Next, the selectmen approved two tax refund requests, one for $99.59 to Honda Lease Trust and one for $21.33 to Melonie Tooker. Copies of the refund forms will be filed with these minutes.

Discussion followed on the Open Space Coordinator’s recent expression of concerns regarding an increasing workload due to oversight requirements for new properties and the hunting program. The board did not come to a final resolution as to how best to deal with the issue.

Selectman Lord then briefed the board on plans next month for a joint town, Land Trust event to mark the acquisition of two large parcels of land on Gungy and Beaver Brook Roads which has resulted in the creation of a greenway stretching from Hartman Park on the Salem town line to the Beebe Preserve on the northern end of Grassy Hill Road. Mr. Lord and Don Gerber of the Land Trust have been developing new trails and the selectmen will be working shortly to clear a trail head for the newly acquired town parcel. The board also agreed on the type of sign to be placed at the trail head. Selectman Eno will have it made in time for the dedication ceremony.

Selectman Mattson indicated that Camp Claire may be interested in utilizing the old Hadlyme Fire Station generator presently on loan to the proprietor of the Hadlyme Country Store when her lease expires. The selectmen will work with the camp’s board of directors to come to a new loan agreement.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 PM.
