MEMBERS PRESENT:  David Tiffany Chairman, Steve Mattson, Kelvin Tyler, Bill Koch, Joan Rich, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

Public Hearing
A special permit application by William O’Boyle, 22 Selden Road, Tax Map 7 Lot 6; for the construction of a boat dock on Selden Cove. 

Present was Jeff Westimeyer (Coastline Consulting Development, LLC) representing the O’Boyle. 

Westimeyer: The proposal is to build a 3”X27.5’ fixed timber pier with a 3’X6.66’ fixed timber T-Head pier including 2 boat davits and 2 access ladders. The dock will begin at the southern end of the existing boathouse; the pilings will be driven in from the shore due the shallowness of the water in the area. The DEEP and the Army Core of Engineers have already issued their permits. There will not be lighting installed with this project, but there will be utilities for the davit winches.

Gigliotti: The certified letter receipts were all received. An approval letter from Angus Wilkie of 2 Selden Road was received and was read into the record. 
Tiffany called for questions from the commission members and from the public present. 

Steve Hoyt (452-1 Joshuatown Road): Where is the proposed dock in proximity to other properties in the area and the channel? 

Westimeyer: (The dock was shown on a more detailed smaller map)The dock will be located on the edge of the boathouse and is approximately 33 feet. 
Hoyt: Is there an attempt to reach out to the channel?

Westimeyer: No, the dock will not be angled in the direction of the channel.

Tiffany called for more comments or questions with there being none; the public hearing was closed and the regular meeting was opened at 7:39 p.m.
Regular Meeting

Take action on special permit application by William O’Boyle, 22 Selden Road, Tax Map 7 Lot 6; for a boat dock on Selden Cove.
Tiffany to Gigliotti: Were all proper notifications sent to the abutters?

Gigliotti: Yes and the notices were published in the paper (The Day).

 Tiffany called for a motion.

Rich moved a motion to accept the special permit of William O’Boyle as presented, Tyler seconded the motion, and the special permit was approved unanimously by all members present.   
Viba Gautam, 115 Cove Road, Tax Map17 Lot 2; cease-and-desist order for unauthorized cutting of trees and vegetation within the Gateway Conservation Zone.

Gigliotti: Gautam will be held until next month. A call was received from a neighbor concerned with unauthorized cutting on the Gautam property along the cove and in a regulated area; it is clear from the photos that there has been clearing taking place; a cease and desist order was sent. The property is located within the Gateway Zone; the Gateway requires a 50 foot buffer were no cutting is to take place. The Inland/Wetlands regulations require 100 foot setback. The property owner was cited for two violations; this is her third violation of the same type of nature.  One of the violations was the removal of the laurels in the area and grubbed all the roots which caused erosion; there was remedial planting required and the area was covered with a matting to hold the plantings until they were established.  The Gateway regulations will be reviewed for the Planning and Zoning Commission’s recourse; there may be fines that can be imposed and remediation can be required. 

Tiffany: The property being discussed has a very difficult shoreline to replant; there was an issue on a neighboring property many years back and replanting was attempted. 

Gigliotti: Attorney John Bennet has questioned whether or not the commission wants to view the property before any decisions are made.

Tiffany: The commission should go out and take a look at the property.

Hadlyme Country Store-Lisa Bakoledis
Gigliotti: The owners of the Hadlyme Store are entertaining the notion to have a Pizza Truck sell pizza every Friday at the store; a site plan has been requested for the Planning and Zoning Commission to review. There is the potential for problems with traffic, parking, and fire codes. The store is located in a commercial zone; a site plan review is one step lower than a special permit. There is limited parking in the area, it was mentioned that the Pizza Truck would be there when the Post Office is closed. The owners will be contacting Tom Metcalf for an engineered plan.
