The meeting was called to order at 3:30 pm and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

General discussion followed on the status of the Town Hall/Library building project. Selectman Mattson reported it may be economically feasible to retain the services of a construction management firm rather that a clerk of the works. The advantages are the ability to hire local contractors and full time on site oversight of the building process.

Selectman Eno indicated the town has received a very favorable financing proposal for the project from Webster Bank.

Next, the board reviewed development of its response to issues raised by residents following the recent blizzard event. It was determined that instead of trying to compile a comprehensive written review, an invitation to attend the next selectmen’s meeting would be extended. Mr. Eno will get in touch with the parties involved.
