



                                                            SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                            MONDAY, APRIL 1, 2013

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 PM and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Next, the board approved various appointments for the Recreation Commission, Cemetery Commission and Mental Health Catchment Council. Copies of the appointment forms will be filed with these minutes.

Discussion followed on Campus Center project issues. Committee Chair Hagan reviewed details related to the selection of a construction management firm. Timing of a final public information meeting was discussed. It was decided to hold the event at the time of the Annual Budget Meeting in May. Mr. Hagen also indicated local contractors will have an opportunity to bid on various project phases. The selectmen will develop a notification process to get the word out. Relocation of the baseball infield was tentatively determined and will be finalized when selectman Mattson meets later this week with Lyme Consolidated Principal Cavaleri.

Selectman Eno reported the town wide solicitation to raise funds for the project has met with modest participation to date. He expressed concern that efforts to reach a projected goal of two million dollars might be diluted somewhat if proceeds from parallel fund raising initiatives getting underway are not at least partially earmarked for the basic town drive.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 PM.
