The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Campus Center Building Committee Chairman Hagan then briefed the board on the status of contract approval for the project construction manager. The architect has some updated language to include in the document. Selectman Mattson asked Mr. Hagan to make sure the document contains provisions for partial payment options for contractors to insure proper completion of various project elements. Change order criteria were also considered and selectman Mattson reported the Garden Club is making progress with plans to assist with landscape design and funding. Technology issues and personnel requirements for the new facility were also reviewed.

The Eight Mile River group then presented the town with a framed copy of the legislation designating the Eight Mile as a Wild and Scenic River on the fifth anniversary of the bill’s passage. The selectmen were updated on the status of various ongoing projects including the removal of the dam at Ed Bill’s pond and East Lyme’s trail connection grant.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:20 P.M.
