The Lyme Inland Wetlands Agency held a regular meeting on 

Wednesday, April 17, 2013 at 7:40 p.m., Lyme Town Hall, 480 Hamburg Road, Lyme, CT

MEMBERS PRESENT  Paul Armond Chairman, Beverly Crowther, Ben Kegley, Patrick Crowley, Priscilla Hammond, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

REGULAR MEETING

Armond: No alternate members were seated. 

Peter Daitch, Ely Ferry Road Tax Map 16 Lot 14; an application to construct a stone wall, regrade, remove some trees and provide control of water movement on the property within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting were Steve Evankow and Chris Thorpe.

Armond: There was a second set of commission members on a site walk this month. Is there a change in the number of discharge sites and what is the proposed surface material for the driveway? 

Evankow: If the commission would like another discharge that could be doable. 

(A plan was presented and explained for clarification to the commission.)  

Armond: The slope is very steep and the water coming off the slope will hit the road and enter into the four discharge sites; when the site was visited, it was questioned if a more permeable surface for the road may help with the amount of water coming off the hill.

Thorpe: It would be preferred that crushed stone be used for the surface material; the experience with permeable surfaces is that it last about two years and then tends to get filled in by small particles. Additional plants will be added to the slope area to better stabilize the area; bayberry and ferns. There are three areas on the high side where trees will be removed, the stumped will remain; the tree removal will allow for needed sunlight to the area. The last tree on the plan will not be removed and protected. 
Crowther: Is a five discharge site being requested?

Armond: The concern is that there will be a large amount of water entering the area.

Thorpe: The issue is that every discharge site will be adding disruption to the area; the amount of discharge sites was suggested by the engineer.

Kegley: Will the base of the stone wall be closer to the top or bottom of the crushed stone? 

Evankow: Closer to the bottom of the crush stone to allow for better flow. 

Armond entertained a motion for approval of the application, Hammond moved the motion, Crowley seconded, and the motion was passed unanimously. 

David Adams, Rogers Lake Trail Tax Map 40.3 Lot 6, 7, 64, 65; an application for construction of a driveway over an existing wood road within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting was David Adams. 

Crowther: The first 250 feet is an existing cart path; the area is wide and is fairly level.  The main concern is with the area which has a steep drop off to the left when entering the driveway area, which leads to water. There are plans to put erosion control to stop erosion during construction. 

Gigliotti: There is an existing stable road which was done by a previous owner (Bob Chapman). 

Adams: Skip Adams will be the general contractor. The grading should help defuse the water going over the gravel driveway; hay bales will be added to the area during construction.  In the first 240 feet of the driveway there is no need to cut into the slope; the cutting will start where the new driveway will begin leading up to the proposed house site.

Crowther: The new driveway moves away from the wet area; beyond the 100 foot regulated area was not walked.  
Adams: Where the new driveway area begins the area is less steep than the existing roadway; the plan is to used gravel for the roadway surface the whole length. 

Gigliotti: Anything over a 7% grade requires pavement. 

Kegley: Is the stock pile shown on the plan within the regulated area? 

Adams: It is just outside the regulated area.

Armond: Covering the stock pile with a tarp is very effective in avoiding run off of the material and stops weed growth. 

Adams: Trees will be removed only in the area where the new driveway will be cut.

Armond: If any tree removal is required in the regulated area Gigliotti should be contacted for approval.

Crowther entertained a motion to approve the application as presented; the motion was seconded by Crowley and passed unanimously by all members present.     

Peter Meadow, 307 Joshuatown Road Tax Map 10 Lot 25; an application for construction of an addition to an existing house and a new septic system within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting was Robert Preisoner. 

Gigliotti: A favorable letter from George Calkins was received. (The commission members took a moment to read the letter.)

Armond: What is the reasoning for the requirement from Calkins for the sealed tanks?

Gigliotti: The sealed tanks would be a precautionary measure due to the proximity to the wetlands; the new tanks will be placed downhill from the existing tank location.

Kegley: What will occur with a pumped tank if there were to be an extended period of time without power?

Preisoner: A new generator will be part of the renovation and it will run the entire house including the septic pump.  

Crowther: The addition is not the issue; the concern is with the placement of the septic system with the proximity to the wetlands. 

Preisoner: The leaching field will be relocated and reduced in size.  The material being excavated from the foundation for the addition will be used onsite. 

Armond entertained a motion to approve the application with a stipulation that the tanks be sealed units. Crowther moved the motion, Crowley seconded, and the motion was passed.

David Gage, Parkside Dr. Tax Map 26 Lot62; an application for construction of a driveway and septic system within a regulated area. (postponed)

Jeffrey Brooks, 95 Brush Hill Rd Tax Map 12 Lot 81; an application for the construction of an addition to an existing house and a new garage within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting was Jeffrey Brooks.

Crowther: The garage will be further away from the wetlands than the existing house; the area where the new structure will be built is cultured with equipment and vehicles. 
Gigliotti: There are no problems with the plan. 

Armond entertained a motion to approve the application. The motion was moved by Crowley, Crowther seconded and the motion was passed.  
Jason Selmont, 91 Shore Dr. Tax Map 40.3 Lot 44; an application to construct a new house and septic system within a regulated area. (postponed)
