The Lyme Zoning Board of Appeals held its regular meeting 

on the third Thursday of the month, June 20, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

at the Lyme Town Hall, 480 Hamburg Road, Lyme, CT.

MEMBERS PRESENT: Jeanne Rutigliano Acting-Chairman, Jack Sulger, Salvatore Caruso Jr. alternate for regular member David Lahm, LeRay McFarland, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO and Patsy Turner Secretary; absent members Fred Harger and David Lahm.

Rutigliano called the meeting to order.

Rutigliano entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the May 2013 meeting; the motion was approved by Sulger, Caruso seconded and the minutes were accepted with 2 abstentions (McFarland and Rutigliano).  

Rutigliano read the public notices.
Scott and Kristen Hunter, 166 Brush Hill Road, Tax Map 21 Lot 13.

Rutigliano read into the record Section 8-6 (3) of the General Statutes the five- (5) requirements that have to be met before a variance can be granted.

McFarland read the application.

Scott and Kristen Hunter, 166 Brush Hill Road Tax Map 21 Lot 13; an application for a variance to modify and slightly enlarge an existing front entry porch, when complete the reconstructed porch will have a front yard setback of 40 feet vs. 50 feet required per section 4.5.
Rutigliano waived the reading of the zoning officer’s denial and waived the reading of the regulation.

Rutigliano questioned if all the certified receipts were received.

Gigliotti stated the certified letter receipts were received. 

Present at the meeting were Scott & Kristen Hunter and Brendan Gigliotti. 

S. Hunter explained that the existing steps are breaking and a storm door will be added to the house; the stoop needs to be enlarged to accommodate an outward swing door. 

B. Gigliotti added the storm door cannot be installed with the exiting configuration of the steps; the steps will be relocated to the front of the platform. The entire front of the house is within the setback. 

Rutigliano stated the existing front stoop is very modest; the current steps lead up from the side. 

Sulger questioned the dimensions of the existing compared to the proposed reconstruction on the porch. 

K. Hunter explained the new porch will be 3’ X 6’ with the stairs will be a total of 7 feet. 

Rutigliano read into the record an approval letter received from the Lyme Land Trust and a hand written approval note from Bill Koch was read, also.  

Sulger created a motion to say that the encroachment of the porch including the stairs will not exceed 40 feet into the setback.  

Rutigliano entertained a motion to grant the variance with clarification stated.

Sulger moved the motion.

Caruso seconded the motion. 

Rutigliano called for a vote; Caruso in favor, Sulger in favor, McFarland in favor, and Rutigliano in favor. The variance passes.     

 Rutigliano reminded the applicant that there is a 15 day waiting period after the decision has been published during which time an appeal can be made of this board’s decision to the superior court. You may proceed now but you do this at your own risk, if there is a successful appeal. 
The meeting was adjourned at 7:49 p.m.
