MEMBERS PRESENT:  David Tiffany Chairman, Steve Mattson, Hunter Ward, William T. Koch, Jr., Phyllis Ross (new member), Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary.

REGULAR MEETING
The commission welcomed new member Phyllis Ross; Phyllis will be the replacement for regular member Joan Rich who has been a member of the Lyme Planning and Zoning Commission for many years.

Accept a subdivision application for Legacy 1 LLC (Scheel), 272 Grassy Hill Road.  This application will appear before the Inland Wetlands Commission on 8/21/13 for referral to the Planning and Zoning Commission in September.

Present at the meeting was Tom Metcalf. 
Metcalf: The application for the subdivision and the conservation restriction document were submitted.  This information was seen by the commission on a preliminary basis a few months back; the plan was recapped, there have not been significant changes. The subdivision will be a 4 lot division; lot#1 2.23 acres, lot#2 4.21 acres, lot#3 42.99 acres, and lot#4 6.35 acres.  A parcel of land will be combined with an existing cottage lot on Cedar Lake and a 50 foot strip will be created to allow for road frontage, access to the property will remain on an existing right-of-way which is a woods road.  A conservation restriction area will be placed on lot#3 which extends to the road frontage strip; Lyme Land Trust will be the holders of the conservation easement.    
Gigliotti to Metcalf: Has the net buildable area been calculated and could a copy be submitted? 

Metcalf: Test holes have been dug, the properties will each support a septic system, and George Calkins has seen the information.   The driveway cut for lot#1 has been submitted to the First Selectman and the Fire Department; Ralph Eno is fine with the driveway location  but the Fire Department has not given their input as of yet.   The combining of the two back lots and the 50 foot strip could be a condition of the approval. 
Old Business
Update on Vibha Gautam, 115 Cove Road Tax Map 17 Lot 2; cease-and-desist order for unauthorized cutting of trees and vegetation within the Gateway Conservation Zone.

Gigliotti: Attorney John Bennet will be here next month.  The Inland/Wetlands Commission has given their input to the property owner to allow the Mountain Laurel to reestablish and a 5 foot buffer will be created along the cove; the area will be clearly marked. 

Tiffany: The Planning and Zoning Commission regulations state a 50 foot buffer should be required.  The commission could revisit the property.
Gigliotti: Attorney Bennet will be contacted to arrange a date to visit the site. The piles of brush have been removed.
