



                                                       SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                   MONDAY, AUGUST 19, 2013

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

First, the board approved three requests for tax refunds filed by the tax collector due to double payment of tax bills by the individuals involved as well as the respective banks holding their mortgages. Copies of the refund forms will be filed with these minutes and the General Property Taxes budget line will adjusted to reflect the refunds.

Discussion followed on the apparent inability of the Rogers Lake Commission to take action to recommend exploration of an herbicide treatment program to the towns for the growing aquatic weed problem in the lake. The selectmen will provide Mr. Mondelci with a resolution to be introduced at the Commission meeting scheduled for next month. The option of the Town of Lyme pursuing a treatment program on its own was discussed and it was the sense of the meeting that this should only be done as a last resort given the possibility of numerous, expensive pitfalls which might accompany this approach.

Mr. Mondelci also requested that the selectmen consider repealing an ordinance banning float planes from Rogers Lake. The board will review the matter and get back to him.

Next, matters concerning upcoming vacancies and succession planning were reviewed with the need to deal with same in a timely fashion reinforced.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:30 P.M.
