The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Next, the selectmen appointed Holly Rubino to fill a vacancy on the Library Board of Directors and named David Lahm as Lyme’s Veterans Service Contact Person pursuant to PA No. 13-34 and Section 9-220 of the Connecticut General Statutes. Copies of the appointment forms will be filed with these minutes.

Discussion followed on the procedure for the appointment of a new Harbormaster for the Town of Lyme. Mr. Eno presented a letter to the selectmen requesting Governor Malloy to act to fill the present vacancy. Mr. Eno was directed to get the process underway. A copy of the letter will be filed with these minutes.

The total project cost is still too high and would seriously erode the contingency component of the budget if no adjustments are made.
