



                                                             SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                         MONDAY, OCTOBER 7, 2013

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Next, the board voted to waive permit fees for the town hall/library project on a motion made by selectman Lord and seconded by selectman Mattson.

Discussion followed on a proposal by Mr. Evans to create a volunteer Public Safety Coordinator position for the town which he has offered to fill at the outset. It was the sense of the board that the concept had merit but that creation of such a post was not desirable at this time. It was decided that an incremental approach to the proposal would be best and at the outset the focus should be on school safety issues and development of a more visible public safety component on the town web page. Mr. Evans agreed to assist the selectmen and Emergency Management Director to explore ways to address these tasks. Selectman Eno will develop a memorandum of understanding outlining the objectives of this public safety initiative.

Selectman Eno then briefed the board on the status of the latest phase of development of the transfer station facility at the Brush Hill Road site. Work is underway to pour footings and set retaining wall blocks for planned roll off pads with the goal of having this step completed by the end of the current fiscal year.  

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:30 P.M.
