REGULAR MEETING
Taylor and Pamela Hicks, 7 Oakland Ave Tax Map 27 Lot 5; an application to construct an addition within a regulated area.

Present at the meeting were Taylor and Pamela Hicks. 

T. Hicks: The existing structure was built around 1924; the house has been renovated and the 10 foot wide screened porch was converted into an entry way.  The plan is to expand the porch another 10 feet. A covered porch with a crawl space foundation will be added to the expanded porch. There is an existing patio with a fire pit which will be removed. There will be a fireplace installed at the end of the covered porch. The neighbors have seen the plans and letters in support of the proposal have been received from everyone in the neighborhood. 
Crowther: There will not be any excavation on the site with the exception of the sonotubes for the crawl space foundation. The area is very flat; there should not be any issue with erosion.  

Dill entertained a motion to approve the plan as presented. The motion was moved by Crowther, Kurlansky seconded, and the motion passed unanimously. 
William and Elizabeth Farrell, 139 Joshuatown Rd Tax Map 18 Lot 11; declaratory ruling on farming within wetland and a regulated area.

Applicant was not present.

Gigliotti: Attorney David Royston and Attorney Mike Carey will meet with the Judge tomorrow; the hope is that the agreement will be settled. The Army Core of Engineers will see the plans next. 
NEW BUSINESS
Preliminary discussion of a potential subdivision of the property of Megan Eno, 75 Tantumorantum Rd.
Present at the meeting was Tom Metcalf and Todd Burgess, son-in-law to Megan Eno. 

Metcalf: The property is approximately 54 acres; the original subdivision was 200+ acres, at that time open space was set aside. Two dwellings exist on the property, a house and a garage with an apartment. The wetlands have been flagged by Rich Snarski.  Requirements require that each parcel have the ability support to compliant septic systems; if the existing septic systems need repair or replacement the commission will see the details, due to being within a regulated area. A referral letter would be needed to send to the Planning and Zoning Commission. 
Enforcement action against Amy Kahn, 34 Brockway Ferry Rd, for unauthorized cutting of trees and brush within a regulated area and wetlands.
Dill: They are working on creating a remediation plan.
