                                                           MONDAY, NOVEMBER 4, 2013

Other Guests: Gordon Krusen, Chair-Lyme Cemetery Commission

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous board meeting were accepted.

Mr. Krusen asked the board if it would be possible to use funds from the Lyme Cemeteries line item in the town budget to do some precautionary tree work at a private cemetery in order to avoid a potential problem with hazard trees threatening to land on ancient gravestones. The selectmen expressed concern about using either public funds or dollars placed in town trust for care of certain private burial grounds for work at a cemetery not under town oversight at this time. It was suggested that Mr. Krusen or a member of the Cemetery Commission contact the owner of the cemetery in question to see first if there is an interest in undertaking the work and if so, whether the owner might be willing to share the cost of the work with the town to minimize use of town funds.

Discussion followed on the building project and schedules. To date, the construction manager is keeping to the timetable.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:00 P.M.
