Public Hearing/Regular Meeting
The Lyme Planning & Zoning Commission held a public hearing/regular meeting on
Monday, February 10, 2014 at 7:30 p.m. at the Lyme Town Hall,
480 Hamburg Road, Lyme, CT, 06371
MEMBERS PRESENT:  David Tiffany Chairman, Steve Mattson, Phyllis Ross, Ross Byrne, Kelvin Tyler, Hunter Ward, Bill Koch, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary. Absent member was K.C Mazer.
PUBLIC HEARING
An application for a re-subdivision of the property of Whitney Talcott, Sterling Hill Road, Tax Map 35 Lots 19 and 20. (continued)
Present at the meeting was Whitney Talcott.  
Talcott: The Lyme Land Trust has taken over the back section of the property and the front portion will be divided into lots for development; three lots will be created. A three acre parcel will be attached to the existing LLT property. The lots will have a 300 foot long shared driveway with cross easements; no associations will be created. A cutting restriction will be attached to the lots for no cutting along Sterling Hill Road. The driveway access will be situated just past the existing culvert.  

Tiffany questioned if letters were received from the public or from George Calkins.  
Gigliotti: An updated letter from Mr. Calkins has not been received as of yet. 
Talcott: Test holes were re-dug and Calkins has seen them.
Gigliotti: Nothing has been received from the Fire Marshal; his input is required for the location of the driveway. If the public hearing is held open Mr. Talcott will have to request an extension of the hearing.
Talcott requested an extension.

Gigliotti: A letter was received from the Lyme Land Trust; the letter was read into the record, the subdivsion will have no impact on the Land Trust property. On January 2, 2014 the three acre parcel was accepted by the Land Trust at their meeting.  

Tiffany called for questions from the commission members.
Mattson: All three driveways will come off the one curb cut? Could the Land Trust 3.08 acres be explained?
Talcott: Yes all three off one. The 3.08 parcel is land locked and was originally created when the other piece was given to the Land Trust.
Gigliotti: When the Land Trust was creating the 40 acres it was neglected that the plans be redone as a conservation development. That small parcel was created without my knowledge, it was intended that the Land Trust would end up with the 3.08 acres. The neighbor built a barn on land which had a conservation easement and to solve the issue Dixon Merkt purchased the 3.08 acres & gave it to the LLT in favor of leaving the barn where it is located. Anyone can file and put anything on the land records; in the past notes have been place by the town on the records, when the problem is rectified the note could be changed. The plans before the commission have been reviewed thoroughly and are way better than we could have hoped for.  
P. Ross: Does the Land Trust have specifications for the land they acquire? 
Gigliotti: The LLT does not always take on a piece of land which is offered to them for many reasons; the trust is trying to create larger stretches of property. 

Tiffany: The public hearing was held open with an extension and the regular meeting was opened at 7:47 p.m.
REGULAR MEETING
An application for a re-subdivision of the property of Whitney Talcott, Sterling Hill Road, Tax Map 35 Lots 19 and 20. (held until next month)

Discussion of a trial run of a proposed pizza truck at the Hadlyme Country Store.
Gigliotti: An e-mail was received from Mr. Metcalf requesting whether or not a trial run of the pizza truck at the Hadlyme Country Store would be helpful in observing the traffic, the smoke from the oven, and the parking. It is being suggested that there be three trial runs; one or all being part of the public hearing time period. Dave Roberge thought it would be a good idea.  
Tyler: Regular procedures should be followed and see what a trial run will show us.
Gigliotti: When the public hearing is open the commission members can view the trial run but not comment on anything onsite. The permit can have conditions attached. 
Mattson: What is really being tested? During the public hearing a test can be done and then a limited permit could be given with conditions. Should the applicant provide some sort of data to the commission of the results of the test; sales, cars, and traffic. 
Gigliotti: The DOT will only get involved if a problem arises.
