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PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
Public Hearing/Regular Meeting
The Lyme Planning & Zoning Commission held a public hearing/regular meeting on
Monday, March 10, 2014 at 7:30 p.m. at the Lyme Town Hall,
480 Hamburg Road, Lyme, CT, 06371
MEMBERS PRESENT:  David Tiffany Chairman, Steve Mattson, Phyllis Ross, Ross Byrne, Hunter Ward, Bill Koch, Bernie Gigliotti ZEO, and Patsy Turner Secretary. 
Absent members were K.C Mazer and Kelvin Tyler.
PUBLIC HEARING
Continuation of hearing of an application for a re-subdivision of the property of Whitney Talcott Sterling Hill Road Tax Map 35 Lots 19 and 20.
Present at the meeting was Whitney Talcott.  
Tiffany: We were waiting on a letter from George Calkins.
Gigliotti: The letter was received. (the letter was read into the record) The current revision date needs to be added to the plan and the well locations should be added also; in the letter Mr. Calkins states there is ample room for the wells in accordance with current health codes. A conversation occurred with Dave Roberge (Fire Marshal) and Tom Brown (Fire Chief) it was stated they have no issues with the subdivision; Mr. Roberge would like to reserve the right for future comment on the common driveway once the plot plans are fully developed.  
Talcott: The driveway is straight forward and is keeping with other driveways in the neighborhood. 
Gigliotti: A 18’ wide driveway is usually associated with long driveways; this driveway would not require that width in my opinion. 
Tiffany: The driveway width will be discussed in the regular meeting. 
An application for a special permit to allow a pizza truck to operate at the Hadlyme Country Store.
Present at the meeting was Tom Metcalf.
Metcalf: Certified letters were sent out and the receipts have been accounted for. A trial run of the pizza truck will be done as part of the application period during the public hearing. The application has been submitted; statement of use, the plot plan, and the proposal are attached to the document. The request is to have the pizza vender setup on a couple different dates working with his schedule on Thursday evenings, 5 pm to 8 pm; the commission members can visit for a site inspection. The public hearing will be continued until next month as to discuss how the trial run went. There is a petition being signed.  The vender is already booked for Friday nights which is why Thursdays were chosen. The application was for one night a week. Once the dates are chosen it will be verified with Mr. Gigliotti.  
P .Ross: There will be less traffic on a Thursday night.
Metcalf: We can look into have one of the trial nights on a Friday if the vender is available.
Elaine Hayes (neighbor upstairs): When the warmer weather starts my windows will be open, the heat and smoke may be an issue. 
Tiffany: Three dates can be chosen for the trial run of the pizza truck, coordinate through our Zoning Enforcement Officer and he will inform us of the dates.  
Turner: Once the dates are chosen they will be posted at the Town Hall. 
Tiffany: The commission members will need to stager their visits during the trial run. 
Mattson: There may be a need for more trial runs after the three, once the warmer weather is here. 

The regular meeting was opened at 7:43 p.m.
REGULAR MEETING
An application for a re-subdivision of the property of Whitney Talcott Sterling Hill Road Tax Map 35 Lots 19 and 20.
Tiffany called for questions or comments from the commission. 
Talcott: An 18 foot wide driveway would be excessive.
Gigliotti: The subdivision regulations say that the first 20 feet should be 22 feet wide and 18 feet the rest of the driveway length; 18’ has become the norm on really long driveways, typically a short driveway is 12 feet wide.  
Mattson: Should a minimum of 12 feet in width for the driveway could be added to the plan. 
Gigliotti: That would be a good idea to add the details of the width to the plan. 
Tiffany: Details of the cul-de-sac is also important to have on the plan.  
Talcott: The end of the driveway will have a turnaround with a possible island. 

Ward motioned to accept the application for the Talcott Sterling Hill Road subdivision with stipulations 1) a minimum driveway width of 12 feet added to the plan & 2) well locations for the three lots be added to the plan.
The motion was seconded by R. Byrne and was passed unanimously by all members present. 
 

Old Business 
Vibha Gautam property 
Gigliotti: Attorney Bennet did call about completing the issues with the Gautam property but I have not spoken to him; he had just left a message, it should be on the agenda for next month. 


New Business
Selden Road property (Town of Lyme & Land Trust) 
Gigliotti: A letter is being drafted to send to Mr. David Stygar (Environmental Analyst of Open Space and Watershed Land Acquisition Grant Program). The Johnson property has direct access to the Cove and would provide water access to the Town; which is something the Town has been trying to acquire for some time.  The property has an open meadow with 175’ water frontage. 

A sample draft was read into the record; the letter will be signed by Gigliotti on behalf of the commission. The goal is to receive a State grant to help purchase the 2.87 acres. 

Gigliotti: The property has a ledged bluff and beautiful area for canoe and kayak access. 
Mattson: This property has been before the Open Space Committee for a few months. 

APPROVAL OF OUTSTANDING MINUTES
Tiffany entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the February 2014 meetings, Mattson moved the motion and P. Ross seconded the approval; the minutes were passed.
