




                                                                           SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
                                                                          MONDAY, JUNE 16, 2014

Present: Steve Mattson, Parker Lord, Ralph Eno

The meeting was called to order at 3:30 P.M. and the minutes for the previous meeting were accepted.

Next, the selectmen adopted the CL&P the CLEAN ENERGY COMMUNIUTIES MUNICIPAL PLEDGE which among other things stipulates that the town will attempt to reduce its energy consumption in municipal buildings by 20% by the year 2018. A copy of the pledge will be filed with these minutes.

Next, the board reviewed Bill Farrell’s request for permission to tap maple trees in Mt. Archer Woods.
It was decided to permit a five year enterprise with consideration for renewal of the arrangement to be made at the end of that period. The clock will start with the installation of the tubing and related tapping equipment. The board also decided to grant his request to clear invasives and debris hindering access to the site. Further stipulations include: making sure the equipment does not present obstacles or hazards for people walking the area, the town will be held harmless for any property damage or losses and the trees will be properly maintained during the span of the agreement and properly restored if it is terminated. Selectman Eno will relay the decision to Mr. Farrell.

The board than acted to grant a mooring permit application waiver to John Brewer of Cove Road who missed the mooring application deadline but is a riparian rights property owner. This will be a one time action and Mr. Brewer will pay all late fees and penalties.

Discussion followed on guide rail replacement issues for the newly repaved Ferry Road. Selectman Eno has met with DOT officials in the Norwich office. They have agreed with his request not to install a flex beam system for aesthetic reasons and will utilize a box beam system instead. Mr. Eno will relay this information to area resident Lisa Holmes who is in touch with other homeowners in the area. Hopefully, this will be an acceptable solution.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:15 P.M.
