REGULAR MEETING
William and Elizabeth Farrell, 139 Joshuatown Road Tax Map 18 Lot11; declaratory hearing regarding as of right use of a wetland area for farming.
Present at the meeting was Bill Farrell.
Farrell: The lot is 11 acres and the wetlands area is approximately ½ acre; the area is very rocky. In the past the commission granted us the ability to cut tree, plant grass, and graze animals in this area. We would like to change the activities; grow perennials-elderberry. The rocks in the area will be removed and a stonewall will be built on the property with the rocks. The soil will be fertilized. The purpose of this meeting is to receive approval for the activities being proposed. 
Armond: The property was visited last year; this wetland has no evidence of a wetland in need of protection. There is a wetlands area on the neighboring property. The concern is the stabilization of the soil and a buffer of the neighboring property. 
Hessel:  What will be added to the soil?
Farrell: Compost will be used; blood meal, bone meal, and green sand. The fertilizer addition will be limited. The plants need sunlight to grow, survive, and produce. 
Dill: Will the pigs still be penned in the area?
Farrell: The area will no longer be used for the pigs.  

Crowther: What time of year will the rocks be removed from the area?
Farrell: This project should be done in the dry season, preferably summertime. If it is done at a different time of the year a silt fence will be placed around the area. 

Armond entertained a motion to approve the request of the declaration of the activities proposed is permitted under the exception.
The motion was moved by Hessel, seconded by Hammond, and was passed unanimously.
