REGULAR MEETING
Gregory M. Melville, 484 Joshuatown Road, Tax Map 8 Lot 3; an application for construction of a wood chip path and access ramp within a regulated area to a proposed dock on Whalebone Cove.
Present at the meeting was Keith Neilson, Docko Inc. and James Martin, Architect representing the applicant.
Neilson: This application was discussed last month in detail; swale and plunge pool have been added to the plans. 
Gigliotti: Andrew French from United States Fish and Wildlife Service called and he was satisfied that the Fish and Wildlife Service does not have interest in the Wetlands portion of the application but will have interest in the dock plans which will go before the Planning and Zoning Commission. 

Kegley: The stones which were found on the property will be placed in stone dust?
Martin: Correct, the intent is to place the stones in the natural contour of the hill. There will be two inches gravel placed covered with stone dust planted with creeping thyme.  
Armond: It looks as the stone dust will have Belgium block placed on top with the creeping thyme in between the stones. 

Hessel: The lighting is shown on the plan as low impact lighting.  
Martin: The lighting will be stair lights and will have a switch indoors.

Armond entertained a motion to approve the application as submitted, Hessel moved the motion, Hammond seconded, and the motion was passed unanimously. 
Robert and Anne Scheel, 272 Grassy Hill Road Tax Map 42 Lot 9; an application for construction of a septic system within a regulated area.
Present at the meeting were Robert, Anne, and Kurt Scheel.
R. Scheel: The shell of the house is complete. The lot is very sloped away from the road.   Test holes have been dug on the property by Tom Metcalf. Letters have been sent to the Town of Lyme from both Tom Metcalf and George Calkins. There will be a bathroom and a sink in the basement for gardening purposes. The proposed septic system is an engineered system. 

Armond read part of the letter from Mr. Calkins into the record; there are no reservations with this project. 

R. Scheel: Letters were set to abutting neighbors.
Armond called for comments or questions from the commission members, with there being none. A motion was entertained to approve the plan as presented.  
Hammond moved the motion, Crowley seconded, and the motion was passed unanimously.
